This includes a space that would 

enable outdoor worship, social gatherings such as 

barbecues etc. and sufficient parking that enables easy, 

welcoming access to the church while enabling the 

implementation of the Waldorf pedagogy within the 

church walls and externally which will allow the school 

to remain a long-term tenant.
